TRUST DEED

1. Sh. Lakhi Ram Verma S/o Sh. Shiv Ram, R/o 353, A-1 Block, Paschim Vihar,
Delhi-63 here-in-after referred to as 'The Founder' has on this 5th day of De-
cember 2005 establishing Public Charitable Trust has delivered a sum of Rs.
21,000/- (Rs. Twenty one thousand only) to Trustees. The said sum Rs. 21000/
- shall form the nucleus of the "TRUST".

Any acceptance hereto and income thereof and all the other property or prop-
erties that may be acquired out of the same or otherwise may be applied in
perpetuity for the aims and objects purpose setout here-in-after.

2. The name of the Trust shall be ROHILLA TAANK CHARITABLE TRUST and
the registered office of the Trust shall be at 353, A-1 Block, Paschim Vihar and
the location of the Trust may be shifted from time to time such other place or
places as the Trustees may determine.

a) The Trust's shall function as non-profit and non-political organisation com-
mitted to utilize all the resources generated or received by it only for the
objects set out here in after.

Sant Namdev Ji was born on October 26th,1270 in the state
of Maharashtra, village Naras-Vamani, in Satara district (presently
called Narsi Namdev). The name of his father, a calico printer/chhipi/
chimba/tailor, was Damshet and his mother's name was Gonabai.
Most of the spiritual messages of Bhagat Namdev, just like our gu-
rus', emphasized the importance of living the life of a householder
(grihsth jeevan) and that, through marriage, and having a family, one
could attain enlightenment. He emphasized that the truest form of
devotional meditation, is to enter matrimony and jointly seek the holy
experience.

Background:.

At the age of eleven, Namdev was married to Rajai. Namdev
and Rajai had four sons namely Nara, Vitha, Gonda, Mahada and a
daughter called Limbai. His elder sister Aubai also lived with them.
There were in all fifteen people in the household. Janabai, the family's
maidservant and a bhagat and poetess in her own right, records the
tradition that Namdev was born to Gonabai as a result of her worship
of Vitthala in Pandharpur.

God's name was always on the lips of Namdeo. He was asked
by the king to show miracles. He refused to do so and was thrown
before a drunk elephant to be crushed to death. God saved His own
saint. When the Fifth Guru, Guru Arjan dev compiled the Guru Granth
Sahib, he decided to give some recognition to the saints of the Bhakti
movement. This is the reason that Guru Granth Sahib contains verses
of fifteen such saints. In some cases Guru Granth Sahib is the only
voice remaining for such saints over the years.

The year 1291 was a turning point in his life at the age of
twenty-one when he met Saint Dnyaneshwar. Several records in

# various saint literatures have been found to the following event —
z Once, all the Saints like Dnyaneshwar, Nivruttinath, Sopandev,
CE S
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Muktabai, Namdeo, Chokhamela, Visoba Khechar, etc had congre-

gated at Saint Goroba’s house in Terdhoki. As instructed by Saint
Dnyaneshwar, Saint Goroba tapped each saint’s pot (head) to find
out who was spiritually mature. The reference to the pot being tapped
is because Saint Goroba was a potter and him being selected for the
test showed his own spiritual maturity. On testing Saint Namdev,
Saint Goroba expressed his opinion that Namdev was still immature,
which was backed by Saint Muktabai. Miffed by this, Namdev com-
plained to the Lord himself. But the Lord advised him to accept the
guidance of Visoba Khechar and Namdev acquired a Guru.He ac-
cepted Visoba Khechar as his ultimate Guru, through whom he actu-
ally saw the form of God.

His Kirtan have references to many holy books. This shows
that he was well read and a great scholar. His Kirtan were so effec-
tive that it is said —

Namdev Kirtan kari, pudhe nache dev Panduranga

(Namdev delivers his kirtan, in front of him dances the Lord

His goal in life was —
Nachu Kirtanache rangi, Dnyandeep lavu jagi

(Will dance to the tune of Kirtan, light the lamp of knowledge the

Follows Bhakti Marg:

Under the influence of saint Dnyaneshwar, Namdev became
part of the Bhakti Movement. Vitthala of Pandharpur was now the
object of his devotion and he spent much of his time in worship and
kirtan, chanting mostly verses of his own composition. His Hindi
verse and his extended visit to the Punjab carried his fame far be-
yond the borders of Maharashtra. His hymns or shabads were very
much a inspiration to the Sikh Gurus and they were able to identify
the God in Namdeo's hymns with the Sikh version of the formless

Though he appeared a century earlier than Kabir, his religious
and social views are very much like those of Kabir. He unambigu-
ously repudiates all the four fundamentals of Vaisnavism. Though in
his devotional approach, he is clearly a monotheist, he makes many
pantheistic statements too, e.g., everything is God; there is nothing
but God; consider the world and God to be one; the foam and the
water are not different. Sant Namdeo seemed to believe both in tran-
scendence and imminence, in pantheism and nondualism. His devo-
tion was purely of the non-attributional absolute. He also considers
God to be imminent, everywhere, in all hearts, and the Creator of
everything. Like Kabir and the Sufis, Namdeo is very other worldly.

Message of Unity:

One should lay aside differences between oneself and oth-
ers, and feel no anxiety for things of the world. Namdeo's cosmogenic
views were also orthodox. He says that God created maya and "maya
is the name of the power that placeth man in the womb." Indirectly,
he is neither happy with the world, nor with human birth. To him,
shop, shopkeeper, men and everything are unreal excepting God.
Against this background he sought release from the world and sug-
gested renunciation: "Namdeo gave up trade, and devoted himself
exclusively to the worship of God".

Namdeo's goal was to have union with God through devotion
and singing. He says, "l perform worship, sing God's praises and
meditate on Him for eight prahar in a day i.e., round the clock. At the
same time, he suggests good conduct and purity of life. For, God
created all men alike. Though he holds every person responsible for
his acts, he clearly does not believe in a world rigidly governed by
karma. Sant Namdeo not only claims union with God, but, like Kabir,
also states that more than once God miraculously intervened on his
behalf to reveal Himself to him. Without doubt, Namdeo's approach

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mains otherworldly both before and after his achievement. At one
time, he even gave up work so as to remain absorbed in his worship
and meditations.. His was a solitary search for God.

Gurdwara & Temple:

Namdev travelled through many parts of India, reciting his re-
ligious poems. In difficult times, he played the difficult role of uniting
the people of Maharashtra spiritually. In the company of Dnyaneshwar
and other saints, he roamed about the country and later came to the
Punjab where he is said to have lived for more than twenty years at
Ghuman, in Gurdaspur district, where a temple in the form of samadhi
still preserves his memory. Ghuman is situated about 26 KM South-
east of Batala city and about 10 KM from Sri Hargobindpur. It is to-
wards west side of Sri Hargobindpur. Baba Namdeo was the founder
of this town and meditated here. The eastern entrance to this temple
is known as the Namdeo gate. The sanctum enshrines the standing
image of Vithoba also known as Panduranga, Pandhari or Vitthala.
Stylistically, the image dates back to the 5th century. There are in-
scriptions in this temple dating back to the 13th century which place
origin of this shrine to the 6th century. The Sikh brothren in Punjab
consider him one of their own, singing praises of him as Namdev
Baba. Bahordas, Laddha, VishnuSwami and Keshav Kaladhari were
his disciples in Punjab. He composed around 125 Abhanga in Hindi.
Sixty-one of these came to be included in Sikh Scripture, the Guru
Granth Sahib as Namdevijiki Mukhbani (The holy songs of Namdev).
There is an amazing similarity between the ShabdaKirtan of Punjab
and the Warkari Kirtan of Maharashtra. Temples in his memory have
also been built in Rajasthan by the Sikhs.

In his early fifties, Namdev settled down at Pandharpur where
he gathered around himself a group of devotees. His Abhanga be-
came very popular and people thronged to listen to his Kirtan. Ap-
proximately 2500 of Namdev's Abhanga have been collected in
NamdevVaachi Gatha. The book also includes the long autobiographi-
cal poem Teerthaavali, talking about his travels in the company of
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Saint Dnyaneshwar. This poem makes him the first auto-biographer
in Marathi literature. He has also written a biography on Saint
Dnyaneshwar through Aadi, Samadhi andTeerthavali, which makes
him the first Marathi biographer. He continued to propagate the
Bhagawad-Dharma for 50 years after the death of Saint Dnyaneshwar.
Saint Namdev is regarded to have had a significant influence on Saint
Tukaram.

He died on 3rd July, 1350 at the age of 80 in Pandharpur at
the feet of the Lord at Pandharpur. He preferred to be a stepping
stone at the temple in Pandharpur so that he would be forever blessed
by the touch of innumerable saints and devotees stepping on him
into the temple.

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History of Rohilla Rajputs

The Rajputs of India from times immemorial have held a unique
position in the History of the country. It is, however, observed that
their achievements have had no chronological records either here or
elsewhere. Of course, glimpses of their heroic deeds are found in
“The Annual and Antiquites of Rajasthan” by the late Colonel
James Tod and other chroniclers. According to General Cunningham
the land from where the Rohillas migrated into India was present
Afghanistan which was called “ Ruh Desh” in the Middle Ages. . The
political boundries of Bharat have varied in different ages; and a
study of races, language and civilization, points to the fact that Af-
ghanistan was once a part of India.

When Ruh Desh turned Muslim , the Hindus living there left
their motherland and came to India about the 9th Century A.D. ,
were Rohilla Rajputs and settled in Rohilkhand. Later, Muslim
Rohillas followed them in the 16th century in the reign of Sher Shah
Suri and settled down in the same area. These were mostly Yusufzais.
Shri Bhim Raj of Jaipur in his book entitled “ Nirnaya Rohila Kshatriya
Jati” describes some of the Rohillas to be of the Takshak Race known
in ancient times as Chind or Chindaks. He also traces their descent
from the Yadvas and Gehlots settled down in Afghanistan.

The heroic leaderof the Gehlots, who supplanted the Tak Moris

i (Mauryas)of Chitor,.was Bappa Rawal, progenitor of Udaipur
% House,the founder of the dynasty. Dr Majumdar in his book “Ancient
e

CE S
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Chitor fell before the Great Onslaught of the Arabs which overwhelmed
nearly the whole of Western India about 725 A. D. and that Bappa
like Nag Bhatta was one of those Indian rulers who distinguished
themselves by brave resistance against the Arabs and secured some
cities and strongholds which they were able to wrest from the foreign
invaders. The heroic part which Bappa played at this critical moment
of India’s history probably raised his power and fame to such an
extent that posterity regarded him as the real founder of the family”.

Later on, the Muslims in the Ninth Century again invaded In-
dia and this time they did it under the command of A E Mamun, the
son of Caliph Harun Rashid. This time also the Rajputs rose to the
occasion and under the leadership of Khuman Rawal of Chitor, faced
the Muslims, assisted by other Rajput clans which had included among
them Gehlots of Gazni and Taks of Asirgarh, and succeeded in beat-
ing them off. The leader of the Gehlots of Gazni, as already stated,
was a military genius, Kupat ‘Rawal’ whose descendants, later on,
true to the traditions of their race, took part in the wars of Prithvi Raj
Chohan against the Ghori invader.

Bhim Raj describes the Rohillas as migrating to this tract and
founding the State of Rampur, where they held their sway for eleven
generations. During the reign of Naurang Dev, the country was in-
vaded by the Muslims. At first the attempt failed, but later on during
the reign of Ranvir Singh the Muslims appeared again. The Army of
Ranvir Singh faced the attack successfully and the Muslims leader
was captured and taken as a prisoner. He was however, set at liberty
after he had made rich presents to the Raja. After some time the
Muslims made another attack and took the Raja by surprise at a time
when he and his men were long engaged in festivities. The Raja
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/called his brave soldiers to arms, but the wily Muslim General outwit-
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ted the Raja and was allowed to escape unscathed. Unfortunately,
the Rohilla Raja Ranvir Singh was betrayed and the Muslims again
attacked the Fort and after a heavy fighting Rampur fell. After their
defeat Ranvir Singh’s brother Surat Singh and his Rohilla Kinsmen
left Rampur for good.

In the previous pages we have described how the Rohilla
Rajputs had to leave their home in Roh Desh and settled down in
various parts of India. Their settlements and kingdoms were set up in
Rohilkhand and Bundelkhand divisions of Uttar Pradesh and one of
their Generals entered Gujrat as Head of the Army. Songs of deed
of valour performed by Rohail Banafar heroes, Alla, Udal and Malkhan,
for their heroism in the battle of Tarawari against the muslims cannot
be forgotton. They played a very important part in the wars against
the Muslims.

However, the Rohilla Rajputs had to pay for their bold stand
against the onslaughts of the Muslim invaders for the preservation of
their country’s honour and religion, especially after the fall of Prithvi
Raj Chohan and the apostasy of Raja Saharan (a Taank) of
Thaneshar. After the loss of their power and independence, how-
ever, these brave Rohilla Rajputs preferred a life of obscurity and
poverty to that of luxury and affluence purchased at the cost of their
faith and religion. Thus, they were cut off, as time passed on, from
those Rajputs who held Jagirs or ruled over small states, mostly un-
der the sovereignty of the Muslims.

The Rohilla Rajputs, after their downfall had no other
alternative but to take to agriculture or handicrafts/other vocations
and this led to their being formed into a separate community. The
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had always looked upon agriculture as an ignoble calling — a great
sin to pierce the earth with the end of the plough and to take work
from a sacred animal like bullock (quoted from a book “Rajput Gotras”
by Chaudhari Mohd. Khan about Sisodia Rajputs).

OBSERVATION: Times have changed over the centuries, valour
and jagirs have given place to discretion and expedience (vocation)
that determine social, economic and political status of a community
in today’s world.
